The National Association of Swing Dance Events (NASDE) recognizes 12 events around the country 
and ranks the Top 20 Professional male and female competitors, issuing a cash award to the 1st place couple.  Check it out on the 
web at www.nasde.com.  To sum it all up for you…competitive swing dancing is quite fierce! To earn WSDC and NASDE points is 
quite an accomplishment!  Congrats to our competitive swing dancers…keep up the hard work and the great dancing!
